


Eubenangee Swamp is a nationally important coastal 
freshwater wetland. Habitats include open water, native 
grassland and sedges, palm and melaleuca swamps and 
seasonally-flooded rainforest along the Alice River. It is 
mainly surrounded by private land growing sugar cane. 

 

The varied habitats support a wide range of resident birds 
and seasonal migrants. Species such as the White-bellied 
Sea-Eagle and endangered Southern Cassowary include the 
Swamp in their large home ranges. There is a significant 
population of Estuarine Crocodiles, some rare plants and 
native fish.  

 
Most of the Swamp, around 1900ha, is reserved as 
National Park and field staff work to control serious 
wetland weeds and replant native vegetation along 
boundaries and waterways. Many natural drainage lines 
have been restored. This allows the Swamp and walking 
track to flood after heavy rains, and may close the Park. 

 

 Check with a National Park office if visiting in 
summer (Wet season). 

INFORMATION 

The route is signposted. From Miriwinni on the 
Bruce Highway, take the Bramston Beach Rd (E) 
for about 7km, then turn right (S) into Cartwright 
Rd. The Eubenangee Swamp National Park carpark 
is 2km from the turnoff. The only facility is a 
1.5km walking track along the Alice River and up 
Grassy Hill, with excellent views.
